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BACKGROUND

UNODC Global eLearning Programme produces and delivers online training through advanced and innovative
technologies to enhance criminal justice practitioners' response to global human security challenges. eLearning
programme was first adopted in Pakistan Country Programme-l (2010-15) to undertake an essential task of
introducing the global training initiative for law enforcement in Pakistan. The Programme continued to grow and
expand its outreach under the second Country Programme for Pakistan (2016-2021) with the establishment of 55
elLearning centres in 20 law enforcement agencies of Pakistan; and delivery of the training contents in English and
Urdu, as well as in other native languages of the target audience.

LEARNING CONTENTS

The UNODC Global eLearning Programme offers courses in all UNODC mandate areas and enables UNODC to
deliver training in a secure and cost-effective way. eLearning courses ensure standardised training in line with
international standards and best practices; UN norms and conventions; and the mainstreaming of human rights
and genderin training.

The elearning platform currently offers over 160 self-paced online modules in English and several other
languages which are hosted on a centralised learning management platform. The number of eLearning modules is
constantly growing as a result of new production and ongoing translation of modules.

¢ Deliver Mobile Training Units at remote locations with limited or no access to the internet

¢ Establish new eLearning centres following the training needs assessment at selected locations
¢ Localise essential Global eLearning modulesinto Urdu for the lower ranks of law enforcement

¢ Linkand network the existing eLearning centres established by UNODC in Pakistan with the respective HQ's of law
enforcement agencies.
